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After contact blood borne pathogens protocols for employees:
Blood to blood contact (contaminated needle stick or any blood to blood exposure):
1. Wash contaminated body part with cold water for at least 15 seconds.  Report exposure to district’s workers compensation representative.
2. District representative will send the affected employee to district approved medical provider for medical care/testing.
3. District should request source testing from student’s parent/guardian or adult.  If the parent/guardian refuses testing, consult with legal counsel.  There may be no legal basis to compel source testing.
4. Payment for source testing will be provided by ABOCES.
5. Clean up of bodily fluids will be completed by an employee trained in clean of up blood borne pathogens.  A 10 percent bleach solution is an effective disinfectant. 
Bite that breaks the skin:

1. Wash affected body part with cold water for at least 15 seconds. Report exposure to district worker’s compensation representative.

2. Affected employee should report to district approved medical provider for medical care.

3. District should not request source testing from parent/guardian or adult.

Blood to mucus membranes (eyes, nose, or mouth) or intact skin:
1. Wash contaminated body part with cold water for at least 15 seconds. Report exposure to district worker’s compensation representative.

2. Affected employee may choose to report to district approved medical provider for medical care/testing.

3. District should not request source testing from parent/guardian or adult.
4. Clean up of bodily fluids will be completed by an employee trained in clean up of blood borne pathogens.  A 10 percent bleach solution is an effective disinfectant.  
Bodily fluid contact with intact skin or mucus membranes (spit, vomit, urine or fecal matter contact with eyes, nose mouth or intact skin):
1. Wash contaminated body part with cold water for at least 15 seconds. 

2. Clean up of bodily fluids will be completed by an employee trained in clean up blood borne pathogens.  A 10 percent bleach solution is an effective disinfectant.  
3. No additional actions required.
Always use universal precautions if there is the potential for exposure to blood borne pathogens.  Latex gloves and avoiding contact with bodily fluids/blood are two examples of universal precautions.  Do not pick up glass or sharp objects by hand.
